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More than Two Guys and a Bird

On May 27 this year, the church celebrates the Feast of the Holy Trinity. Any human attempt to
explain the Trinity is unlikely to satisfy our desire for understanding! It is better simply to confess
our faith in the triune God and to celebrate the life-giving mystery. As St. Patrick prayed long
ago: “I bind unto myself today the strong name of the Trinity, by invocation of the same, the
Three-in-One and One-in-Three.”

This icon of the Holy Trinity (also known as the “Hospitality of Abraham™) is based on the icon
of the same subject by the 15" century Russian iconographer Andrei Rublev. At one level, the
icon depicts the three mysterious angelic figures who visit Abraham and Sarah in Genesis 18:1-
15. Abraham welcomes his guests with generous hospitality, and they, in turn, assure Abraham of
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God’s faithfulness. When ninety-year old Sarah overhears their announcement that she will bear
a child in the coming year, she can’t help laughing out loud. But the angels’ words are true; the
following year, she will give birth to Isaac, whose name means “laughter”.

Christian tradition has also identified the three visitors as a symbolic manifestation of God’s
presence as the Holy Trinity—one God revealed in three distinct interdependent persons. In Ru-
blev’s model, the three figures from left to right represent the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.
The three persons are co-equal, united in a silent but dynamic communion. The icon also has Eu-
charistic imagery; the three are gathered at a table sharing a meal, with Christ at the center, con-
tained in the chalice-shaped space between the two outer figures. In the background are a building
(representing Abraham’s house and the Father’s house), a tree (representing the oak of Mamre,
but also the tree of the cross and the tree of life), and a mountain (representing Mount Tabor, the
traditional site of Christ’s transfiguration).

Icons are said to reveal the presence of God, yet do not attempt to literally depict God (as if that
were possible!). They are “windows to heaven” that point towards God and draw us closer into
the mystery of God. The 8""-century theologian St. John of Damascus wrote “I do not make an
icon of the invisible Godhead, but I make an icon of the visible flesh of God.” We cannot see God,
but because of the Incarnation, we can see the image of God in the face of Christ—and in human
faces. As St. John the Evangelist said so beautifully, “the Word became flesh and dwelt among
us, and we have seen his glory, the glory as of a Father’s only Son, full of grace and truth”. Lord,
open the eyes of our hearts to perceive your glory that shines through all that you have made!

Shells Health Ministry

Spring is in the air! And that is bad news for
allergy sufferers. Allergies are a very common
situation. Seasonal allergies are generally
caused by outdoor sources such as pollen, grass,
and environmental mold. Year-round allergies
tend to be from indoor sources such as dust
mites, pet dander, and mold in the home.

When we are allergic to something it means that
our immune system views the offending agent

as a threat and begins to try to destroy it. The
response is led by mast cells that release
histamine. Histamine, in turn, causes the redness,
swelling, itching and mucous production that
allergy sufferers know so well. Regardless of the
cause or season, the treatment goal is the same.

There are no cures for allergies so we are left
doing what we can to manage the symptoms.
Thankfully, there are a variety of medications
available for over-the-counter purchase. It is best
to always speak to your doctor or pharmacist
before using any of the treatments listed.

The most common way to address the symptoms
is with antihistamines. Antihistamines prevent
histamine from binding to receptors in our cells.
Benadryl, or diphenhydramine, works quick and
well; but the main downfall is that it causes
drowsiness. Second generation antihistamines,
such as Claritin, Zyrtec, and Allegra take a little
longer to start working, but are less likely to cause
drowsiness.

Decongestants containing pseudoephedrine and
phenylephrine are often used alone or with the
second generation antihistamine, trying to reverse
the damage of the histamine such as swollen
blood vessels and swollen tissues. Please note that
some products that contain Sudafed are behind
the pharmacy counter.  Another option for
immediate relief nasal sprays. These options are
for short term use only. But saline nasal sprays on
its own can be very useful for controlling allergy
symptoms and is especially a safe choice for
children. These sprays flush out the allergens
from the nasal passages.

Again, it is best to talk with your PCP or
pharmacist before you start any new medication.

Grantville Area Food Pantry
The Food Pantry served 293 families, 812 people,
205 children, 607 adults, and 448 bags of food
were given for the month of February. There is a
basket for the Grantville Area Food Pantry each
Sunday in the Narthex. Please continue to bring
food pantry donations on Sundays.
